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The physician’s duty is to endeavor by all means possible to protect the safety of
the patient. Theissue of patient safety is not limited solely to the boundaries of
medical technology, but also embraces the domain of medical ethics and socia
medicine.

Therefore,

1. Nationa medical associations should strive to explore numerous measures to
fully protect the safety of the patient.

2. National medical associations should enhance their understanding of patient

safety through an active exchange of information to achieve effective
measures that ensure the safety of the patient.
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
